OK, I’m going to talk about the influence of nature versus nurture. And I’d like to begin
by stating that, as I see it, by far the strongest influence has to be ‘nurture’. The reason I
think this is that I believe the way we’re trained in the home environment will have a
much stronger influence on how we behave than anything that’s in our genes. I mean,
some people will argue that our abilities are determined pretty much exclusively by our
genes, so if your father was a great scientist with a natural ability for mathematics, then
there’s a pretty good chance that you might inherit that same ability.
